LETTER A. AND AT ANDROMEDA'S FEET IS THE SQUIGGLY CONSTELLATION OF 
PERSEUS THE PRINCE, THE HERO OF THE FALL SKY HOLDING THE SEVERED 
HEAD OF MEDUSA. 
 
FACING EAST, NOW YOU CAN SEE WHAT PERSEUS IS AIMING MEDUSA'S HEAD 
AT - THE SEA MONSTER CONSTELLATION CETUS. HE'S TURNING TO STONE AS
